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Aloha! Welcome to the Oahu Country Club Pool. For the safety, enjoyment, and well-being of all members and guests, please adhere to the following rules and protocols. Your cooperation ensures a safe and pleasant environment for everyone.

General Pool Rules
1. Pool Hours:
· The pool is open daily from 6:30am to 8:30pm (Current as of 7/5/25) 
· Access outside of these hours requires prior approval from Club management.
· Pool use is on a first come, first served basis. No reservations currently. 
2. Member Access:
· The pool is for the exclusive use of Oahu Country Club members and their accompanied guests only. 
· A member must always accompany guests while in the pool area. 
· Max number of guests 10
· Any Guests over 10 must have prior permission from the General Manager 
3. Proper Attire:
· Swimming suits are required for all swimmers. Please ensure appropriate swimwear (e.g., no cutoff jeans or non-swimwear attire) is worn.
· Apparel must be designed for swimming pool use. Dressing room facilities are provided for all minors (under 18 years of age) at the Diamond Head side of the pool. People wearing swimming attire are not allowed inside the main clubhouse. You are strongly advised to bring cover-ups such as robes. 
· All swimmers must shower before entering the pool.


· Infants & Toddlers Swim diapers are mandatory for all children who are not fully potty trained or under the age of 3.
· We require the use of reusable or disposable swim diapers specifically designed for pool use, followed by a tight-fitting waterproof swim diaper cover.
· Regular disposable diapers are not permitted in the pool at any time.
· Please check and change swim diapers frequently—at least every 60 minutes or sooner if needed. Changing should be done in the designated restroom or changing area, not poolside.
· Any accidents in the pool may result in temporary closure for health and sanitation procedures.
4. Jacuzzi:
· Children under the age of 12 must always have a parent or adult with them in the jacuzzi.

Safety and Conduct
1. No Lifeguard on Duty:
· Please be advised that there is NO LIFEGUARD on duty at any time.
· Swim at your own risk. All swimmers are expected to follow safety protocols and use caution.
· In case of an emergency, call 911, then contact a staff member or the front desk for immediate assistance.
2. Age Requirement and Supervision:
· Children under the age of 12 must always have an adult with them in the pool area.
· Children under the age of 12 must always have a parent or adult with them in the jacuzzi.
· Adults and guardians are responsible for ensuring safe and appropriate behavior in the pool area.
3. Diving and Jumping:
· No Diving: Diving is strictly prohibited in the pool. Do not jump or dive into the water to ensure the safety of all swimmers.
· There are no designated deep areas for diving. Do not dive.
· Please refrain from jumping or cannonball-style splashing to avoid injury.
4. Pool Toys and Equipment:
· Small floaties, pool noodles, and water toys are allowed if they do not interfere with other swimmers.
· Larger inflatables or water equipment, such as rafts or slides, are not permitted unless approved by management.
· [bookmark: _Hlk204674931]Refrain children from playing with the pool lanai fountain and function bubblers in the pool.
5. No Running or Roughhousing:
· Running, roughhousing, or horseplay around the pool is prohibited to prevent accidents.
· Please always walk to avoid slipping and falling.

Health and Hygiene
1. Cleanliness:
· Please clean up after yourself. Use the designated trash bins for any waste.
· Glass containers are not permitted in or near the pool for safety reasons.
· Smoking is not allowed in or around the pool area.
2. Health Guidelines:
· All swimmers must be in good health. Please refrain from using the pool if you are feeling unwell or have open cuts or wounds.
· Individuals with gastrointestinal issues, including diarrhea, should not enter the pool.
3. Shower Before Swimming:
· For the health and safety of all members, please rinse off before entering the pool and/or jacuzzi.
4. Sunscreen:
· Sunscreen is recommended to protect against sunburn. Be mindful when applying sunscreen and avoid slippery surfaces around the pool area.



Behavioral Expectations
1. Noise and Music:
· Please keep noise levels to a minimum out of respect for others. Music or video apps should be kept at a low volume and should not disturb other swimmers.
· Use of personal headphones is encouraged if listening to music or watching video with audio.
2. Respectful Behavior:
· Respectful conduct is expected from all members and guests. Profanity, disruptive behavior, and discrimination will not be tolerated.
· If a member or guest is found to be intoxicated or behaving inappropriately, management reserves the right to ask them to leave the pool area.
3. Pets:
· No pets are allowed in the pool area, except for service animals that must always be kept on a leash and under control. If this provision is violated, you will be asked to leave and referred to Club leadership for further action. 
4. [bookmark: _Hlk203474857]No Outside Food or Drinks:
· No outside food or drinks are allowed in the pool area.  Only food and beverages purchased from The Grille are permitted.
· To ensure the cleanliness and quality of the pool area, no food consumption while in the water at the pool.
· Glass containers are strictly prohibited in or near the pool.

Inclement Weather Policy
1. Severe Weather:
· In the event of thunder, lightning, or other dangerous weather conditions, the pool will be closed immediately, and all swimmers must vacate the pool area.
· The pool will reopen once it is safe to do so.


2. Heavy Rain or Wind:
· The pool may be closed temporarily during heavy rain or strong winds. Members will be informed about re-opening times as needed.

Enforcement of Rules
· Failure to comply with these rules may result in a verbal warning, removal from the pool area, or suspension of pool privileges.
· Repeated violations or severe breaches of conduct will result in further disciplinary action, which may include suspension or revocation of membership privileges.
